· Just a reminder that at the end of Stage 1, your Project lead is required to submit a letter confirming that the £10,000 funding has been spent appropriately. The named Course Data Stage 1 Project lead for the institution must print off and sign the template and then scan it and email it to Laura Holloway l.holloway@jisc.ac.uk and copy in Ruth Drysdale r.drysdale@jisc.ac.uk by 30th January 2012. Please email r.drysdale@jisc.ac.uk  if you have any questions or concerns about the Letter of Completion. 

· Please submit a Website Template to Verena Weigert v.weigert@jisc.ac.uk  by 1st February 2012. The information on the template will be used to create a JISC Project Webpage for your project. 
· You must create a Project Website at your institution as a dissemination tool to inform the community about the project, progress, and results. This can be a blog or wiki if it suits the nature of the project. The page must be created by 30th March 2012. 
· The JISC website will include information about your project and a copy of the original bid (your project implementation plan) accepted for funding. We will review a FOI form prior to putting a copy of your implementation plan on the JISC website. Please submit the form by 1st February 2012 to v.weigert@jisc.ac.uk 
· Any Stage 2 implementation plan changes must be submitted by 29th February 2012 to r.drysdale@jisc.ac.uk
· Progress reports must be submitted  by 25th May and 24th November 2012 to r.drysdale@jisc.ac.uk
· A draft Final report should be submitted by 28th January 2012. The final version is due on 10th March 2013.

· The Project Closure Survey acts as a “sign off” on the project work. It needs to be submitted by 28th April 2013. Further guidance will follow
